Early Years Curriculum

Overview (Narrative) In our EYFS, children begin to develop their sense of chronology by talking about their own life story and the life story of family members. They are
supported to communicate in the past tense when talking about things that have happened. Our children explore images of the past and make comparisons
with the present. As part of our talk rich environment, children learn to tell everyday stories and share details of their own life-story, using the past tense,
through extended and frequent back and forth interactions with engaged adults in the provision. Throughout FS1, the children will have several
opportunities to describe important experiences such as birthdays and holidays based on pictures brought in from home. These opportunities will take place
incidentally as well as through the topics outlined above. Children will learn to explore differences and similarities between the past and present, through
guided observations, the children are scaffolded to notice what has changed and encouraged to make links between different parts of their life and learning
experiences.
